Plain radiograph of the pelvis on admission show ill-defined lytic lesion with wide zone of transition involving the sacral bone. These findings are suggestive of an aggressive bone lesion involving the sacrum.

MRI of the lumbosacral spine showing a lesion which is hypointense on T1, hypo- to isointense on T2 and enhanced post contrast.
